Instructions for Dinners
Dinner can be just what you would serve your family, including an entree, salad, bread and dessert.  If you do a separate meat dish include a starch and veggie.  They like plain home cooking like, meat loaf, spaghetti, stew etc. and they love mashed potatoes and gravy.  A gallon of milk and some punch or juice is appreciated.

Plan to cook for 15 plus however many volunteers want to eat with them. There are usually a couple of volunteers as well as your group. So I figure from 20-25.

If you want to cook in the church kitchen, let us know, then we can check to see if it is available. Then it will have to be transported to Glenwood. If you cook at 

home please bring it to Glenwood at 7:30pm and be ready to serve at 8pm. Then you have time to set the tables.  I suggest you serve from the counter tops.

When most have finished eating and had seconds or thirds! (they are hearty eaters), you can start to clear up. Please make sure you leave the kitchen spotless or we will hear! Take home any left over food as the surplus food stacks up in the refrigerator and we have to deal with it. If you have any left over fruit, if you bring any, you can leave grapes or oranges (no apples, most can’t eat them) dependant on the fruit situation. Just look to see how much is already there.
